Chair Hays introduced School Board member Robin Bartleman, who was in
attendance to address the Board.

e Announcements
Chair Hays extended her thanks to the Old Dillard Museum for inviting the Board
to meet there. She gave special thanks to Derek Davis for his assistance, and

noted that the Museum's show, prior to the meeting, was very entertaining.

B. Current Business

1. Discussion item — EAB Goals, Objectives, Activities 2008

Ms. Bartleman had recently attended a SACS meeting at Sunland Park to
discuss facility issues, including the playground, cafeteria doors and windows,
and the fence. She informed the Board that much of this work is scheduled to
begin over the summer.

Ms. Bartleman also told the Board that $60 million had been lost from schools
this year, and further cuts in the middle of the year are forthcoming. Three
referendums are slated to be on the ballot in the fall, dealing with a penny sales
tax, separation of church and state in schools, and the potential creation of
education vouchers. Ms. Bartleman expressed concern over the wording of the
third amendment, as it was lengthy and the voucher proposal was not mentioned
right away. She felt voters could be misled if they failed to read the amendment
in its entirety.
