Motion made by Mr. DiPietro, seconded by Mr. Ressing, to reaffirm the Board’s motion of July 2, 2009, that 
the Marine Advisory Board recommends to the City Commission that Peterson Fuel barge continue operating 
it’s commercial business as it is an advantage to marine business, representing the scope and breadth of the 
marine industry, and the City should not be involved as an arbiter of private enterprise, as it is the Board’s 
belief that this is outside the scope of municipal jurisdiction.
