A special children's area will feature games, storytelling, activities and contests.   Festivities will also include history and ancestry booths, trivia, cooking demonstrations, authentic Irish cuisine and more!

Connie strolled down the red carpet and joined Fort Lauderdale Mayor John P. “Jack” Seiler and other dignitaries at the corner of A1A and Las Olas Boulevard.

With the World Famous Elbo Room as their backdrop, the group hosted a press event to commemorate the 50th Anniversary of Where The Boys Are and announce plans for a major special event scheduled for May 28 - 29, 2010. 

“We’re honored to welcome Connie Francis back to Fort Lauderdale Beach to mark this historic occasion,” said Mayor Seiler.  “It’s a unique way to unveil our plans for a one-of-a-kind event that pays tribute to this film and captures the spirit and nostalgia of the 1960s.”

Celebrate Water Conservation Month by Reducing Outdoor Water Use 

Sprinkler systems are convenient and offer an easy way to keep your lawn and garden healthy and appealing.  And, if used effectively, sprinklers can help reduce your water bill.  What you may not know about outdoor sprinkler systems is the water they use accounts for 50 percent of available drinking water used!  However, you can easily lower this percentage by making some simple changes to your sprinkler system to ensure it operates more efficiently, reduce your water bills and prevent run-off and waste.  By implementing water-saving tips to maintain and update your sprinkler system, you can still produce a healthy, inviting lawn while conserving natural resources.

The Irrigation Association offers these water-saving tips to maintain and update automatic sprinkler systems: 

1) Adapt your watering schedule to the weather and the season. Familiarize yourself with the settings on your sprinkler timer. Adjust the watering schedule regularly to conform to current weather conditions and your local water restrictions.

2) Schedule each individual zone in your sprinkler system. "Scheduling" accounts for the type of sprinkler, sun or shade exposure and the soil type for the specific area. The same watering schedule should almost never apply to all zones in the system.

3) Inspect your system monthly. Check for leaks, broken or clogged sprinkler heads, and other problems, or engage an irrigation professional to regularly check your system. 

4) Adjust sprinkler heads. Correct obstructions that prevent sprinklers from distributing water evenly. Keep water off pavement and structures. 

5) Get a professional system audit. Hire a professional to conduct an audit and uniformity test of your sprinkler system to make sure areas are being watered evenly. This can be especially helpful if you have areas being under-watered or brown spots. 

6) Consider "smart" technology. Climate or soil moisture sensor-based controllers evaluate weather or soil moisture conditions and calculate and automatically adjust the irrigation schedule to meet the specific needs of your landscape. Learn more at http://www.irrigation.org/smartwater.

7) Install an automatic rain shutoff switch - inexpensive and effective. Required by law in many states, these money-saving sensors automatically turn off your system in rainy weather. The device can be retrofitted to fit almost any system.

8) Consider low volume drip irrigation for plant beds. Install micro irrigation for gardens, trees and shrubs. Micro irrigation includes drip (also known as trickle), micro spray jets, micro sprinklers, or bubbler irrigation to irrigate slowly and minimize evaporation, runoff and overspray.

9) Water at the optimum time. Water when the sun is low or down, winds are calm and temperatures are cool - between the evening and early morning - to reduce evaporation. You can lose as much as 30 percent of water to evaporation by watering midday.

10) Water only when needed. Saturate root zones and let the soil dry. Watering too much and too frequently results in shallow roots, weed growth, disease and fungus. 

Water Conservation Month Background

In 1998, former Governor Lawton Chiles signed the first proclamation designating April as water conservation month, which is widely recognized by numerous Florida cities and counties. This April, the City of Fort Lauderdale, along with the Governor and Cabinet of the State of Florida and the Florida Section of the American Water Works Association will again participate in this annual tradition by declaring April as Water Conservation Month.

Call Us Convenient! Introducing the City of Fort Lauderdale's Park and Pay by Phone Service

Convenient Pay by Phone Parking will soon be available in Fort Lauderdale. Once you sign up for this service, you will no longer need cash for parking. Simply park your car, make one short phone call and then head for your destination. 

You can even choose to receive a text message reminder before your parking time expires. You have the option of calling back and extending your parking session from anywhere, subject to meter time limits. 

Pay by phone parking is convenient, easy and safe. Here’s how it works:

1. Call 1-888-680-PARK (7275)

2. Enter Location Number

(posted on nearby signs and meter decals)

3. Enter amount of parking time desired

First time users simply need to set up a FREE account. You can do this by calling 1-888-680-PARK or online at: www.paybyphone.com or read more about it at www.fortlauderdale.gov/parking. 

To set up an account you will need the following:

1. Cell phone number

2. License plate number

3. Credit card (VISA and MasterCard accepted)

The next time you call, your details will be automatically recognized and all you have to enter is the Location Number and the amount of time you wish to park.

FAQs (Frequently Asked Questions)

What are the benefits? 

• No need for cash or credit cards at the meter

• Optional text message reminders before your parking time expires

• Extend parking time remotely from any phone to avoid tickets

• Pay for parking from the comfort and safety of your vehicle

• View and print parking receipts online

How does the parking officer know I've paid by phone?

When you pay for your parking by phone, your parking space and parking time are automatically displayed on a handheld device used by the parking officer.

Is it safe to do a credit card transaction on a mobile phone?

Yes. Your credit card number is encrypted when you sign up and is never entered, displayed, or spoken during a transaction.

When will I see the transactions on my credit card statement?

Each time you pay for your parking by cell phone the payment is processed in real-time. The amount of time that elapses before it shows up on your statement will vary depending on your credit card company.

What happens if I get a parking violation?

Simply call the Parking Services at 954-828-3700 and provide our representative with your violation number and the phone number from your account. The representative will verify that you are a registered user and that you were logged in at the time of violation.

Does Pay by Phone cost extra? 

The regular parking charge, and a 25-cent convenience fee plus a 10-cent fee for a text message reminder if you choose this option, will be charged to the credit card. A history of transactions is then viewable any time the user logs into their account at www.paybyphone.com.

Do I get a receipt?

You can view all your transactions by logging into your account online. All parking charges can be printed off in the form of a receipt if required.

City Offers Census 2010 Informational Presentations to HOAs

In the 2000 Census count, the City of Fort Lauderdale was undercounted.  We don’t want that to happen this year. The City wants every resident to be counted because our Census count determines how much community funding we receive for various programs and initiatives that are vital to our community.  

Why is the Census important?

Over $400 billion in federal funding is distributed to communities each year based on Census data, including funds for programs such as:

· Head Start 

· Title I Grants   

· Public Transportation 

· Road Rehabilitation and Construction  

· Programs for the Elderly 

· Emergency Food And Shelter  

· Empowerment Zones

Because the Census is so important, City representatives are available to present information to residents at HOA meetings. Sea Turtle Awareness Can Help Save This Endangered Species

Sea turtle nesting and hatchling season begins in late March and will continue through October. Chapter 370 of Florida Statutes and the United States Endangered Species Act of 1973 protects sea turtles.  Briefly, these laws state that: "No person may take, harass, harm, pursue, hunt, shoot, wound, kill, trap, capture or attempt to engage in any such conduct to marine turtles, turtle nests, and/or turtle eggs." Any person who knowingly violates any provision of the act may be assessed civil penalties up to $25,000 or a criminal penalty up to $100,000 and up to one-year imprisonment. If you see someone harassing a sea turtle or poaching a nest, call the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission at 1-888-404-3922.

In order to protect sea turtles during nesting and hatching season, the City of Fort Lauderdale adopted Sec. 6-45 of the Code of Ordinances to reduce the impacts of artificial lighting on threatened and endangered sea turtles that nest on Fort Lauderdale Beach. The ordinance restricts artificial lighting that disorients turtles, which causes them to crawl toward land rather than toward the ocean.  These regulations are in effect during both the nesting and hatching season (March - October).  

What can you do to help?

Be certain all external light fixtures are designed and positioned as low as possible so the source of light or any reflective surface of the light fixture is not directly visible from the beach.  

If there is a sand dune adjacent to your property, be sure that the seaward side of the dune is not illuminated and that light does not extend beyond the sand dune.  

If you have security or safety lights near the beach, build shades around the light so the beach is not directly illuminated.  Consider using motion detector lights to further reduce any potential beach lighting.

Special lighting fixtures with long wavelength light sources such as amber and red can be utilized for beachfront properties.

Do not dispose of anything in the ocean, especially plastic bags. In the ocean, plastic bags very closely resemble jellyfish, which is a favorite food of sea turtles. If eaten the plastic will cause death or illness to the turtle.

Stay clear of marked sea turtle nests on the beach. Disturbing a sea turtle nest is a violation of State and Federal laws.

Community Appearance Board Announces January 2010 ‘WOW Award’ Winner 

The WOW Award for January 2010 was presented to Jan Faust, resident of the Victoria Park Civic Association, which is located in Commission District II. 

Jan’s home is situated on a lovely winding street canopied by large, old oak trees unique to Victoria Park. It was originally built in the 1940s as a basic two bedroom two bath CBS structure, and in the early 1970’s a Florida room, master bedroom suite, and swimming pool were added. 

After purchasing the home in November 2007, Jan completely gutted the home and expanded it to make it her own 3 bedroom, 2½ bath tropical paradise.  

The exterior of the home now features a courtyard front entrance with a curved wall and privacy gate. The old windows and doors have been replaced with white custom impact windows and French doors, and the tired roof is now a beaming grey metal roof, which enhances the home’s Key West image.

The swimming pool was redesigned to create a beach-like setting with a shallow walk-in design. The pool features a waterfall, a connecting hot tub and is filled with salt water versus chlorine water. The pool is also surrounded by an expansive coral rock patio and tropical landscape native to Florida. 

This authentic old Florida home has also been upgraded with greener equipment and materials, including low-flow toilets, a tankless water supply, energy efficient appliances and lighting.  

During the renovation, Jan made many interesting discoveries.  She found Dade County Pine wood beneath sheet rock that covered the high beam ceilings in the living room.  The sheet rock was removed to expose the beautiful wood beams that are now painted white.  An old industrial attic fan was discovered intact, and beer cans from the 1940s were found tucked into the rafters.

The Fort Lauderdale City Commission and the Community Appearance Board proudly present the WOW Award to Jan, and thank her for enhancing her community and the City of Fort Lauderdale. 

WOW Award Recognizes Stellar Fort Lauderdale Properties

If you see a house that makes you stop and say “WOW,” or you think your house has the “WOW” factor, nominate it for a monthly WOW award. The owner’s home will also be featured on Channel 78, the City’s government access cable station, and possibly be featured in local and City publications.

Proactive Campaign to Help Ensure Safe Spring Season

The City of Fort Lauderdale is launching extra measures to preserve our quality of life and protect public safety during the busy spring season. Multi-faceted preparations have been put into place in anticipation of students planning to visit here now through April. 

As part of the initiative, the City is encouraging all visitors and local citizens to educate themselves and become familiar with some of the municipal ordinances enacted to keep Fort Lauderdale safe and enjoyable, including:

· Possession/serve/give an alcoholic beverage to a person under 21 

· Consuming alcohol in an establishment for off-premise consumption only 

· Causing a public disturbance while intoxicated 

· Possessing or displaying fraudulent identification card 

· Engaging in physical fighting or in violent, threatening behavior 

· Public indecency 

· Sleeping on the beach 

· Driving on the beach 

· Possessing an open container of alcohol within a public place which is not an enclosed structure 

· Refusing to leave or returning to an establishment after being warned by the police 

· Consuming alcohol on the beach 

Through public information and a conscious effort by all, the City anticipates a pleasurable and fun-filled season.

City Aims to Improve Safety, Save Lives With Photo Enforcement of Red Lights

This spring, motorists who travel some of the City's busiest intersections should be aware that cameras are being installed as part of the City's effort to use technology to make the streets safer.

Studies show that red light enforcement reduces violations and crashes.  Photo enforcement cameras will capture still images and video of red-light running violations.
